After being Europe’s youngest pilot at 15 in 2001 and flyinF in the French national Precision Flying team for the
2006 World Championships, he joined the French Navy to fly jets. After 26 months as an exchange Officer in the US
NAVY he graduated as a Naval Aviator and flew Super-Etendard from the aircraft carrier Charles de Gaulle.
